Further to your request for information dated 8th October 2020, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:
Please note that the British Pregnancy Advisory Service (BPAS) have provided the information for this request with the date range of 25th March 2020 up until 31st August 2020, as March 25th was the date they started providing Pills by Post based on new clinical guidelines from the Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists which stopped routine scanning of patients and provided for minimal touch services. 
Could you please supply me with the statistics regarding the number of women within Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board from 1st April to 30th September 2020 who have been;
1.  Prescribed with the home abortion medication. 
646 clients received Pills by Post, the BPAS home early medical abortion service.
 
2.  How many women have been admitted to hospital as a result of complications resulting from the home abortion medication?

There has not been any patients who required in-patient hospital treatment as a result of complications from the home abortion medication. 
 
3. How many women have been treated in Accident and Emergency (A&E) departments as a result of complications resulting from taking the home abortion medication.
3 patients recorded a minor complication subsequent to Pills by Post treatment for which they received treatment at A&E within BCUHB. 
 
4. How many Doctors or Health Care Practitioners have reported negative issues as a result of the prescribing of the home abortion medication? 

We have not received any reports of negative issues from Doctors and Health Care Practitioners within BPAS as a result of the home abortion medication.
 
5. What is the cost to the Authority for each time a home abortion medication is prescribed?

The cost of providing a home early medical abortion treatment is £76.97 for the consultation, and £344.80 for the abortion treatment, a total of £421.77.
