Further to your request for information dated 11th January 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:
1. Please provide the maximum number of patients receiving care for Covid that have been at the new Deeside Rainbow Hospital at any one day since it first started taking patients in November 2020. 
The maximum number of patients receiving care for Covid at the Deeside Rainbow Hospital at any one day is 38 patients. There is a capacity for 45 patients dependent on the staffing capacity available.
2. How many beds do they have currently in operation and at Mold Community Hospital, and what is the maximum number of beds they have had filled with patients receiving care for Covid in the last 2 months.
The Community Hospital in Mold currently has 32 beds in operation. Since March 2020 there have been 8 beds closed to ensure there is sufficient social distancing space between beds on both wards. In normal times, there are 40 beds open at this Community Hospital. 
There have been 9 Covid positive patients in Mold Community Hospital since 25/11/2020.
