Please could I request information regarding the COVID-19 mobile testing centre in Barmouth. I believe the mobile testing centre was in operation in Barmouth from 25th February 2021 until 18th March 2021.

1. Between the dates that the mobile testing centre was open, how many COVID-19 tests were undertaken by members of the public arriving by vehicle?
2. Between the dates that the mobile testing centre was open, how many COVID-19 tests were undertaken by members of the public arriving on foot?

3. Of the tests taken, what percentage of the tests returned a positive result?

4. Of the tests taken, what percentage of the tests returned a negative result?

5. Of the tests taken, what percentage of the tests were returned as ‘faulty’ or unreadable?

6. What was the total number of paid employed staff hours used for the duration of time that the mobile test centre was in Barmouth?

7. How many paid staff members were employed to work the hours detailed in question 6?

Our response:

Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) can confirm that between 25th February 2021 and 18th March 2021, the COVID-19 testing facility in Barmouth was run by Mitie who were contracted by the Department of Health and Social Care (DHSC).
