1. Could you let me know how many people were sent to have operations abroad under the Reciprocal Healthcare Arrangements starting in Jan 2019 and through to 31st December 2020 when it finished as we left the EU.
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board BCUHB has not sent any patients abroad for operations. BCUHB has approved reimbursement of medical fees for 46 eligible applications submitted between 1st January 2019 and 31st December 2020. Please note that this figure is applications, not number of patients, as there may have been multiple applications from the same patient.
2. Also which countries were they sent to and operations were either paid for or contributed to.

Further to the response to question 1 above, BCUHB did not send them overseas for their operation, the patients elected to travel to the following countries for an operation:
