Further to your request for information dated 22nd September 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay in responding.
Your request and our response:
This request is in relation to the disruption of supply of Total Parenteral Nutrition (TPN) bags manufactured by Calea.

It would be helpful in our understanding of the scale of the problem to know how many patients the Health Board had on TPN bags and what proportion of the Health Board’s patients requiring TPN bags were/are supplied by Calea.
You further clarified on the 6th October 2021 that the timeframe for the request is from June 2019 to date, and confirmed the below:

1. In June 2019, how many patients were prescribed TPN? Of those how many were receiving their TPN from Calea?
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that the information you have requested is not routinely reported, There were 152 active patients registered with the Calea homecare service in June 2019 within Wales. Due to the way this information is recorded with the NHS Wales Shared Service Partnership (NWSSP) who host this information we have established that we would have to carry out a specific exercise to comply with your particular request which would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 25 hours to locate and review the patients registered across Wales to establish if they are Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board patients and establish if there was a disruption to their supply of TPN from Calea. This figure is based on a timescale of 10 minutes per patient, there being 152 to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 25 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £625.  As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
2. Any changes to these figures between June 2019 to date?
The number of active patients has fallen to 142 as of July 2021 which is the most recent data available.
3. Between June 2019 to date, how many patients experienced disruption to their supply of TPN from Calea?
Please see our response to question 1 above.
