Your request and our response:

I write regarding an FOI request about transfers of mental health patients outside of Wales and would be grateful if you could answer the following questions:
1. How many mental health patients were transferred outside of Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) boundaries for treatment between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022?
There were 523 patients from the Adult Mental Health (AMH) services, 68 individual patients from Older Persons Mental Health since 01/04/2020 and 46 patients from Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS) transferred to out of area independent and NHS hospitals between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022. 
2. How many mental health patients were transferred to England and Scotland for treatment between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022?
There were 457 Adult Mental Health patients and 39 CAMHS patients transferred to England and Scotland for treatment between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022. 
3. Please detail the places mental health patients were transferred to in England and Scotland between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022 or the furthest away your Board has transferred a patient to.

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4. The cost of transferring patients outside of Wales between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022.
The cost of transferring Adult Mental Health patients outside of Wales between 2020/2021, 2021/2022 and 2022/2023 to date is £34,370,265. Due to the way in which information is recorded we are unable to provide information prior to 2020/2021. 
The cost of transferring CAHMS patients outside of Wales between 2017/2018 and 2021/2022 was £5,486,201. 
The cost of transferring Older Persons outside of Wales between 2020/21 and 2021/22 to date is £3,000,000. Due to the way in which information is recorded we are unable to provide information prior to 2020/2021.
