Your request and our response:
Does the Health Board have a record of the number of patients who have been on a mental health section, and once discharged, have committed suicide? 
We are unable to respond to this request as Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) does not hold this data.  BCUHB only monitor patients whilst they are detained in the care of BCUHB, once a patient has been discharged we would not be informed if they were to commit suicide.  
However, in our duty to advise and assist, we can advise that Her Majesty’s Coroner is the only person that can provide a conclusion of suicide following completion of an inquest. Please find a link to the Judiciary website below should you wish to contact them for this information:
