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Further to your request for information dated 26th May 2020, I am pleased to provide the following in response to your request. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay in responding.
Your request and our response:
We are writing to ask for information regarding the FIT testing scheme for the face masks used at your Health Board. We are looking to collate information surrounding participant demographics and pass rates that are collected during the FIT testing process for these face masks. This is with the objective of ascertaining the presence of a gender discrepancy in mask FIT test pass rates
The information we were hoping to collect for all those who have undergone FIT testing is the following:
1. The genders of participants? 
We are unable to provide a breakdown by gender of those fit tested for face masks as this information is not recorded at the time of testing. However, Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) has fit tested participants of all genders.
2. Pass rates? 

The BCUHB pass rate for fit testing is between 75 and 87%.
3. Specific types of masks that were assessed (we are particularly interested in FFP3 masks)?
The types of FFP3 masks assessed by BCUHB were the:

· 1863 mask
· 1873 mask
· 8833 mask
Corpro respirators are also used as an alternative for staff when they are unable to use a FFP3 mask.
4. Qualitative or quantitative testing measures?
BCUHB can advise that the testing has been a mixture of qualitative and quantitative measures but more recently it has become more quantitative testing as more of the portacount machines have been received.
5. Any further demographic data attached to participants, e.g. age and ethnicity.
We do not hold this data as this information is not recorded at the time of testing. The data collected at the time of fit testing is staff name, place of work, which mask they have been fit tested for and whether it is a pass or fail.
