Please respond for the whole of Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) area and provide a breakdown of each area or region for the period 1st May 2020 to date (1st June 2020).
1. How much a week has BCUHB paid to provide health care for care homes to look after patients who were resident at the home, and in need of isolating due to COVID-19 symptoms or during a bout of the virus?

BCUHB have not paid anything to provide health care for care homes to look after patients due to COVID-19.

 
2. How many members of BCUHB staff have assisted at care homes?

During the period 1st May to 1st June 2020, BCUHB have assisted with covering two shifts at care homes.  One shift in Denbighshire, the other in Conwy.  This equates to two members of staff, one per shift.

 

3. What is the daily running costs of each Rainbow hospital?

The Rainbow hospitals are not currently open, and whilst they remain unoccupied, the daily running costs are estimated to be £4,519 for Bangor, £5,404 for Llandudno and £8,324 for Deeside.  The costs are continually under review, and are updated as new information arises.
4. How many patients have used the Rainbow hospital facilities?

At present, no patients have used the Rainbow hospital facilities.
