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Further to your request for information dated 11th June 2020, I am pleased to provide the following in response to your request. 
Your request and our response:

1. How many care homes have been infected with COVID-19 in your area since 11 March 2020?
In total since 11th March 2020, 77 care homes have had one or more resident or staff member testing positive for Covid 19.
2. How many domiciliary, social care and care home workers are registered in your area?
The number of care home staff in North Wales is currently 8,344.  This does not include domiciliary staff, Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) does not hold this information.  However, under our obligation to advise and assist, all domiciliary workers in Wales must register with Social Care Wales. 3. How many domiciliary, social care and care home workers have been tested for COVID-19 in your area up to 11 June 2020?
Up to 11 June 2020, a total of 5,516 tests had been undertaken for care home staff.  
4. Are asymptomatic domiciliary, social care and care home workers tested in your area?
Yes, asymptomatic domiciliary, social care and care home workers are tested in the BCUHB area.
5. Are domiciliary, social care and care home workers able to book direct with all drive-through testing centres in your area – please also provide the names of the ones where they are unable to do so?
Yes, they can do this through the GOV.UK portal and attend one of the Community testing centres.
6. When individuals or employers are applying for tests through your local authority or health board, are care homes notified of when they can test their staff and, if not, why not?
Yes, we have contacted all care homes to ascertain if they wish to use the social care portal for staff testing, or book directly through BCUHB.
