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Further to your request for information dated 16th June 2020, I am pleased to provide the following in response to your request. 
Your request and our response:

1. Are Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) subject to complying with the Mental Health Units (Use of Force) Act?
BCUHB is not subject to complying with the Mental Health Units (Use of Force) Act.
The Mental Health Units (Use of Force) Act 2018 received Royal assent in 2018. However, the majority of sections are not yet in force and section 1(3) defines a “mental health unit” as a service based in England only. Section 12 applies to police officers in both England and Wales, but only in relation to mental health units in England (see Mental Health Units (Use of Force) Bill, Explanatory Notes:
https://publications.parliament.uk/pa/bills/lbill/2017-2019/0120/18120en.pdf
2. Do BCUHB fully comply with the previously mentioned act?
Whilst BCUHB is not required to comply with the act, it has ensured that regarding healthcare, all requirements of the act are met in relation to training and reporting as these are considered to be best practice in other guidance, please also see the response to question 3 below.
3. What are the policies and guidelines within BCUHB that ensures compliance?
BCUHB follows all Welsh Government policies and guidance, the Department of Health Guidelines, and NICE Guidelines in relation to any use of force in healthcare environments.

4. How many times have the provisions of this Act been enacted in order to comply?
The provisions of this act have not been enacted because this does not apply to mental health units in Wales, as per our response to question 1 above.
