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Further to your request for information dated 18th June 2020, I am pleased to provide the following in response to your request. 
Your request and our response:
1. How many children’s wards services do you provide and what are the age group ranges of these wards?
· Wrexham Maelor Hospital (WMH) has one acute children’s inpatient ward with an 
age range of 0 to 16 years.  However, based on clinical need, the ward will accept 16 year old and 17 year old children.

· Ysbyty Glan Clwyd (YGC) has one acute children’s inpatient ward with an age range 
of 0 to 18 years.
· Ysbyty Gwynedd (YG) has one acute children’s inpatient ward with an age range of 0 
to 18 years.

2. How many bed frames and cots does each ward have?

Inpatient beds are flexed between cots and beds dependent on the age of the patient, therefore:

· WMH has 22 beds

· YGC has 28 beds

· YG has 21 beds
3. What are the dynamic surfaces (mains powered) they use or have access to and are they rented or purchased?

· WMH has a Huntleigh low air loss system mattress on the ward and there is the 
facility to hire in additional mattresses at short notice if required. 
· YGC has a combination of dynamic with compressed air (Tally pressure relieving 
mattresses) and static (foam mattresses) as standard on the ward.  There is also the facility to access additional site stock or hire as required.
· At YG all beds/cots have high-level pressure relief mattresses, and also 2 Tally 
Quattro pair flow mattresses on the ward.  There is a stock on site that can be accessed if required. 

4. Does your organisation have a neonatal Intensive Care Unit (ICU)? 

Yes, Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) has a Sub Regional Neonatal Intensive Care Centre (SuRNICC) which is based at YGC. 

5. How many patients can you take in neonatal ICU?

There is the capacity for five long-term ICU patients across BCUHB within the SuRNICC, and there is one stabilisation cot in each acute hospital that are for short term use.
6. How many cots, cribs or incubators do you have in neonatal ICU?

SuRNICC has five ICU cots.
7. What surfaces are used within neonatal ICU i.e. foams or if there is any pressure/dynamic surfaces used, if so what type and how many?
All mattresses used within the SuRNICC unit are foams.
