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Further to your request for information dated 6th July 2020, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request:
How many patients recorded "false negative" tests for Covid-19 after being tested in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) hospital settings from March 1 to April 30 please?  I am looking at patients who recorded negative tests for Covid-19 and were removed from Covid wards but subsequently tested positive for the virus.
Our response:
BCUHB are unable to identify false negative tests for Covid-19, a false positive or negative may be to do with the reliability of the test. Providing details of patients who tested negative, and then subsequently tested positive (or visa versa), would need to take into account whether the patients were isolated in hospital or at home, in order to determine whether the test was valid at the time, but the patient then became infected after the date of the test, or whether it was a genuine false negative.
