Your request and our response:
1) Are you commissioning post-covid services:
You clarified that:

'Post-covid services' are defined as services designed to treat patients with covid-19 who were *not* hospitalised with the virus and who have *not* necessarily had a positive test for covid-19.
'Commissioning' is defined as planning, providing, and/or funding clinical services designed to specifically treat the health needs of the cohort of patients defined above. 
Please provide information about any speciality treatment being provided for the cohort of patients as defined above.
a) in hospital OR
b) in the community?
2) Can you describe these services?
3) How much have you spent on these services?
4) How many patients have accessed your post-covid services?
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) are not commissioning “post-covid” services for any patients, but are working hard to restore full service provision for all patients, therefore we are unable to provide a response to your specific questions. 
For primary care, the Health Board is following the Welsh Government (WG) guidance in relation to recovery plans for contracted services – General Medical Services, General Dental Services, Optometry and Community Pharmacy.  
The Health Board must have an operational plan in place for the remainder of the financial year, in line with Welsh Government requirements, to meet the health needs of the population of North Wales.  This includes priorities and plans for those who need treatment for Covid-19 (both in hospital and in their own homes), those who need ongoing support after Covid-19, and those who require treatment and care that is not related to Covid-19.  This plan must be delivered within the funding allocations available to the Health Board.
All services have infection prevention control (IPC) processes in place to care for patients regardless of whether they have tested positive for Covid-19.
