Our response:
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that it holds the information requested.  However, due to the very low numbers involved we are unable to provide you with the level of detail you are seeking, as there is a potential risk of identifying the deceased.  The Health Board’s duty of confidence applies even after death, and is withheld under Section 41, Information provided in confidence.  In reaching this decision the Health Board has taken into account the strong expectations of its patients, their families and the legal obligations of the Health Board to ensure that personal information relating to deceased patients is protected and remains confidential.  
Section 41 is an absolute exemption and does not require the Health Board to consider the public interest test.
However under the Health Board’s obligation to advise and assist, please find the figures below which have been extracted from the data dashboard with Non-BCU patients removed and broken down by week where appropriate to do so:
