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It should be noted that the briefing emails above were sent to all those with Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) email addresses, based in Wrexham Maelor Hospital and the East area (Wrexham and Flintshire) of the BCUHB catchment area. The emails below were sent to ‘all users’, this means that the emails were sent to every member of staff with a BCUHB email address across the whole organisation and were also sent to external stakeholders.  External stakeholders include Local Authority, Members of the Senedd, Parliament and the Community Health Council (CHC). 
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We can also confirm that the distribution list did not change from the first to the last email sent. The Health Board can confirm that it holds the distribution list as requested, however it considers that this information is personal data and disclosure would breach the first data protection principle as all the emails contain the names of our staff along with those who are external stakeholders therefore we are relying on Section 40 – Personal information as the Health Board considers that the information held within the correspondence is personal data and disclosure would breach the first data protection principle.  This information is therefore exempt under Section 40(2) of the Act.  Its disclosure would constitute unfair and unlawful processing and would be contrary to the principles set out in the Data Protection Act 2018 and would be contrary to the principles set out in Article 5 of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR).  In reaching this decision the Health Board took into account the type of information and the strong expectations of its employees that their personal information would be treated as confidential.

Section 40 is an absolute exemption and does not require the Health Board to consider the public interest test.  
In addition to Section 40, we are also relying on Section 41 – information provided in confidence.    

This exemption is an absolute exemption and therefore does not require the public interest test to be applied.
We have provided the data using ‘less than 5’ due to the low numbers involved.  If we were to release the exact figures for the criteria specified, they could be linked with other information available in the public domain, thus potentially risking identification of individuals.

Notes to editors 


Measures taken to reduce hospital transmissions include:

 We are reporting a reduction of 4 COVID-19 positive patients today compared to yesterday 
(67 yesterday and 63 today).  No new cases have been reported. 


 We have 7 suspected patients today an increase from 4 yesterday.  All of these are newly 
admitted patients 


 We have also had  deaths.  
 Compliance for testing is 93% of all inpatients.  Those patients who have not been tested 


are being actively followed through to achieve full compliance. 
 Due to IPC measures, we have 35 beds closed today on site compared to 23 yesterday.

 Chirk Hospital;  confirmed (no change) and an increase of  suspected from screening 
 Mold Community Hospital;  confirmed an increase of , and an increase of  suspected

Additional immediate actions continue to be put in place following the daily outbreak meeting, 
building on those previously identified.  These are have outlined below: 


 Urgent Post Infection Reviews on all new cases > 7 days patients continue with learning 
identified and shared. 


 A communications briefing for all the staff, to reinforce the messages and that these 
messages are in line with BCU policy. 


 The feasibility of adapting areas to support an additional single bay and side room has 
been agreed and is being operationalised by the site team to support additional capacity. 


 Significant progress has been undertaken regards decluttering on the site. 
 A daily update on staff positive cases, where they were located and what actions were 


taken, overlaid with the Patient detail supported by our PHW colleagues. 
 A communication to encourage staff to use BCU testing kits, not other processes and 


establish a daily communication with PHW on the daily data, linking in with our electronic 
staff record. 


 Regular communication updates with our ambulance service colleagues regarding the 
position in Wrexham. 


 Additional surge capacity in line with our Covid-19 response plans is being actively 
explored, including the use of the temporary Enfys/Rainbow hospitals. 


 Active encouragement of the use of face coverings/masks remains in place alongside 
reminders to promote the requirement for hand hygiene and social distancing. 


 Ongoing reviews of capacity and patient acuity to ensure beds are socially distance. 
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Also, for information, please see the statement below we have issued to the media today: 
 
Gill Harris, Executive Director of Nursing and Midwifery at Betsi Cadwaladr University Health 
Board, said: “As of this morning there were 63 confirmed COVID-19 cases at Wrexham Maelor 
Hospital. However, this number is expected to fluctuate throughout the day as test results are 
received. 
 
“We have had a high incidence of patients contracting COVID-19 at the hospital in recent weeks 
and people are understandably anxious about this. We would encourage anyone with concerns to 
contact our Patient Advice and Liaison Support Service on 03000 851 234 or  
email: BCU.PALS@wales.nhs.uk.    We are confident that the infection prevention measures we 
have put in place are helping to reduce hospital transmission. The majority of new cases identified 
in the past few days have been as a result of community transmission of the virus. 
 
“We continue to have a small number of confirmed cases at Deeside Community Hospital, Chirk 
Hospital, and Mold Community Hospital. Due to the risk of identifying patients, we will not be 
providing specific numbers for the three sites. A number of measures have been put in place to 
help these community hospitals manage the risk of COVID-19. 
 
“As part of a proactive approach at Wrexham Maelor Hospital, we have instigated universal 
screening for all patients on wards where we may or have had a COVID-19 positive patient. This 
is in addition to screening every patient admitted to our hospitals. All patients who test positive are 
appropriately isolated and all infection prevention and control measures are in place.  All staff 
have access to the appropriate PPE, and staff who have worked in an environment where we 
have a confirmed positive cluster have also been tested, in accordance with national guidance. 
 
“As we continue with this proactive approach we expect to find more cases in patients and staff 
who are not currently symptomatic. This is crucial as it will provide a transparent and accurate 
picture of the current situation, enabling us to safely manage patients and prevent any unknown 
potential transmission. 
 
“We continue to ask for the public’s help in managing the spread of COVID-19 in our communities. 
We want to limit the number of visitors to our hospital sites and as hospital visiting is still 
suspended, we are asking that you only have someone accompany you if necessary. If you are 
unable to attend an appointment please notify us as soon as possible.  
 
“Please continue to follow the public health guidance around regular hand washing and following 
social distancing guidance to help prevent transmission of the virus. 
 
“We continue to ask patients, the public and staff to wear face coverings in public areas of our 
hospitals. 
 
“Mobile testing centres continue to be available at Caia Park Health Centre (Prince Charles Road) 
and Hightown Community Resource Centre (Fusilier Way). People will be able to get a test 
without booking by attending either site between 9am and 6pm for the next few days. Anyone who 
is concerned they have symptoms of COVID-19, however mild, should get tested. 
 
“Testing will help us to identify positive cases of COVID-19 in our communities, and support 
people in self-isolating to prevent the spread of the virus. If you aren’t experiencing symptoms of 
COVID-19, you can still play your part by continuing to follow the guidance on hand hygiene, 
social distancing, and the latest advice from Public Health Wales and the Welsh Government.”

Y bore 'ma, mae gennym 36 o gleifion sydd â COVID-19 yn ein hysbyty. Mae hyn yn lleihad o gymharu 
â 41 ddoe a gwyddom fod y rhan fwyaf o'r cleifion hyn wedi derbyn gofal am fwy na 15 diwrnod yn yr 
ysbyty erbyn hyn a'u bod yn gwella. 
 
Roeddem yn gallu ail-agor Ward Mason ddoe gyda'r nos, sydd wedi rhoi capasiti llawfeddygol a 
thrawma orthopaedig ychwanegol i ni ac rydym yn gweithio i ddarparu capasiti ychwanegol ar draws 
safle'r ysbyty trwy gyfuno wardiau COVID-19 eraill.

As of this morning we have 36 COVID-19 patients in our hospital. This is down from 41 yesterday and 
we know that most of these patients have now been cared for more than 15 days at the hospital and 
are recovering. 
 
We were able to reopen Mason Ward yesterday evening, which has given us additional surgical and 
orthopaedic trauma capacity and we are working to provide extra capacity across the hospital site by 
consolidating other COVID-19 wards. This particular piece of work won’t be completed until tomorrow.  
 
As this work continues, it is important that we all continue to do the simple things to help prevent the 
spread of COVID-19. We know so many of you are already leading by example of demonstrating good 
infection prevention and control practice and we need to make sure all of our colleagues have the 
information and guidance they need to do the same, clinical and non-clinical staff. It is helping to save 
lives. 
 
While we only have a limited number of people visiting our hospital at the moment, we also need to 
help them protect themselves and others as well by doing the right things – wearing face masks or 
covering, washing their hands and observing social distancing. 
 
Information posters and leaflets should now be on display across all of our sites where we deliver 
healthcare services. We will also continue to provide information by email and the intranet, so please 
regularly check for updates and share these with your colleague who may not have access to, or time 
to access emails or the intranet.

Today’s figures show that the number of COVID-19 patients in the hospital has gone down from 28 to 26 since 
yesterday. This is a further reduction in the number of COVID-19 patients and a further indication that the 
action we are all taking is helping to tackle this outbreak. 
 
As the majority of these patients have been receiving care for more than 15 days we know that most of them 
are recovering, and is has now been some time since we saw a new case of a hospital acquired infection. 
 
To support the work we are already doing on the site it has been agreed to start a risk-based testing 
programme for all staff whose duties require them to move i.e. “are roving”. This is in addition to the testing of 
all staff in an identified outbreak area/zone. All identified staff will be notified through their line manager that 
they are required to be tested. They will then be either be referred for testing at the Wrexham CTU or the 
testing kit will be self-administered. Once the test is completed they will be sent off to the laboratory to be 
processed and test results determine. 
 
A more detailed briefing will be sent out to all staff today and if you have any questions please speak to your 
manager or one of our Infection Prevention Control Nurses on site. 
 
As we head in to the weekend we are already seeing things get busier, so please remember to look after 
yourself and support your colleagues as in turn this will help us give the best possible care to our patients.

We are pleased that none of those that attended yesterday were either positive or suspected of being 
positive for COVID-19. 
 
As things start to get busier it is important that we have enough capacity for those patients that need 
to be admitted to hospital. Thanks to the good work that has been carried out we have already been 
able to reopen Mason Ward, and will continue to consolidate our COVID-19 patients today to allow us 
to open extra ward space before the weekend. We will provide further information about this 
tomorrow. 
 
We would also like to thank our clinicians who are supporting the new Consultant Connect app. This 
app gives GPs and primary care teams across the Health Board access to consultants for advice and 
guidance in a range of specialties. This is another innovative measure that is helping us to avoid 
unnecessary admissions to hospital. More details about this will also be available in the coming days.

As of this morning we have 31 COVID-19 patients in our hospital. This is down from 32 yesterday and we know 
that most of these patients have now been cared for more than 15 days at the hospital and are recovering. 
 
It has been another extremely challenging week. We have continued to bring the outbreak under control, which 
is a real reflection of the work you are all doing to keep our patients, and each other safe so thank you for that.  
 
The reduced capacity on site, however, coupled with what appears to be an increase in the number of seriously 
ill people we are looking after across the hospital is putting pressure on our services. 
Our Emergency Department has been busy again and yesterday we had 33 new admissions. We were pleased 
to see that none of those people were positive for or suspected of having COVID-19. 
 
We need to keep focussed on doing the right things over the weekend to support our services. In particular, 
planning effectively to ensure we can discharge patients in a safe and timely manner. This will mean we can 
support people to leave hospital without an unnecessary delay when they are ready to do so, and also make 
sure those specialist acute beds are available for those who need them. We will be liaising with site managers 
and senior clinicians today to make sure they have the support they need to do this. 
 
We will also continue the work we are doing to consolidate COVID-19 wards and provide extra capacity within 
the hospital.
