Please note that information about wait times was not held in a format that would enable the Health Board to respond to this request prior to April 2015, therefore we are able to answer for the period April 2015 to July 2020 (the most recent data available) only.
During this time period the majority of all paediatric and adult patients were treated within the 14 week Welsh Government target with the exception of:

· June 2015 the longest wait time was 17 weeks for paediatric patients

· May 2020 the longest wait time was 27 weeks for paediatric patients

· June 2020 the longest wait time was 27 weeks for paediatric patients

· July 2020 the longest wait time was 33 weeks paediatric patients
