· The North Hub (Manchester) – Counter Terrorism Policing North West (CTPNW).
· The Central Hub (West Midlands) – Counter Terrorism Policing West Midlands (CTPWM).
· The South Hub (London) – SO15 – Metropolitan Police Service (MPS).
