Further to your request for information dated 25th August 2020, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
You asked us:
I would like to request information regarding 18 hours, 24 hours and 48 hours Holter monitoring test (ECG) for the period 2019-2021. 
1. What are the reimbursement procedures for 18 hours, 24 hours and 48 hour Holter Monitoring activities for primary care and secondary care? (If it is not possible to answer the following question, please provide a direct link to the particular website where the information might be found.) 
2. What are the average reimbursement prices for 18h, 24h and 48h Holter Monitoring in primary care and secondary care? 
(If it is not possible to provide requested information, please provide a place where the information might be obtained.) 
You further clarified:

“Reimbursement procedures” - an overall explanation of the refund process for doing 18h, 24h, 48h Holter tests in primary care and secondary care. What does it look like? What are the bases of the specific amount of money for GP in primary care and hospital in secondary care which is refunded after performing above mentioned tests?  
"Average reimbursement prices" - the average amount of money which is refunded after doing 18h, 24h, 48h Holter tests in primary care and secondary care.
Our response:
Holter Monitors are part of Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board’s (BCUHB) NHS Service provision, therefore BCUHB don’t reimburse patients as they are not charged for the service.
BCUHB do not directly commission or reimburse General Practitioners (GPs) in North Wales for Electrocardiogram (ECG) services.
With regard to secondary care, BCUHB, as an Integrated Health Board, is both a provider and a commissioner. As a result, we do not fund ECG services on an activity-funded basis (refunds), instead departments undertaking ECG activities within the Health Board fund the service from their departmental non-pay budget.
