1. Can you provide the number of patients currently waiting for surgery in your Health Board area, broken down by surgery type where possible?
Please see below list of patients waiting for surgery listed by speciality, unfortunately, due to the way in which we record data we are unable to provide a breakdown of surgery by type.
2. Please provide the current expected waiting time for someone referred to BCUHB for elective surgery as of today.
The NHS has a duty of care to every patient and the Health Board would treat a patient according to their presentation.  We are therefore unable to provide this information as every individual wait is different and as per question 3 below we are currently assessing the impact caused by COVID-19.
3. Please can you provide any indication as to how long the backlog of cases, caused by the restrictions due to COVID-19, will take to return to pre-COVID levels (e.g. the waiting times seen in January and February this year)

BCUHB is currently working on the capacity models to understand the size of the backlog caused by COVID-19 and any further surges of COVID-19. From the results of this, a plan to treat the patients will be drawn up, unfortunately, there are too many variables to give a definitive timescale at this stage.
