Further to your request for information dated 17th September 2020, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response: 
1. How many breach notices have been served to providers of NHS dental services over the last five years?
As of 31st March 2020, Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) have issued 193 contract breach notices to General Dental Services (GDS) contractors over the last 5 years 

2. How many breach notices during this time have been successfully appealed?
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this element of our letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.
We have established that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 32 hours to review each of the breach notices to establish who had appealed and if any have been successful in their appeal. This figure is based on a timescale of 10 minutes per breach notice, there being 193 notices to review as per question 1 above. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 32 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £800. 
As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test. 

3. How many breach notices have been served alleging employment of unregistered staff?
As of 31st March 2020, there have been no breach notices issued for the employment of unregistered staff over the last 5 years . 
4. If there have been any breach notices alleging employment of unregistered staff, have any of these been successfully appealed?
There have not been any breach notices alleging the employment of unregistered staff therefore none have successfully appealed.
