Further to your request for information dated 18th September 2020, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:
With reference to the report written by Jonathon Walters regarding the Speech and Language Therapy (SALT) West (Gwynedd & Anglesey) whistleblowing report, I understand clinical advisors from other Trusts were involved.

Please can you confirm the following:

1. The names and titles of any clinical advisors who were part of this process
We can confirm that there were two advisors who part of this process.

· Doctor Amanda Smith - Executive Coach and Member of the Royal College of 
Speech and Language Therapists
Please note that Section 10 of the Data Protection Act 2018 makes provision for a data subject to exercise a right to prevent processing in particular circumstances and Section 11 states that an individual can request that their personal data is not processed for the purposes of direct marketing. This includes the sale of that data to third parties for such purposes. In this case, the individuals captured by this request have stated that they do not wish their personal data to be used for purposes other than that to which it was supplied to us, or for direct marketing purposes. Please note that the other advisor has not provided consent for their details to be disclosed.
2. What period(s) they were involved
BCUHB can confirm that Doctor Amanda Smith was involved from September 2019 to October 2019, whilst the other advisor from June 2017 to March 2019. 
3. If they were paid for their involvement and if so what was the fee? 
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that it holds the information requested, however it considers that this information is personal data and disclosure would breach the first data protection principle. This information is therefore exempt under Section 40(2) of the Act.  Its disclosure would constitute unfair and unlawful processing and would be contrary to the principles set out in the Data Protection Act 2018, as its disclosure would constitute unfair and unlawful processing and would be contrary to the principles set out in Article 5 of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR).  In reaching this decision the Health Board took into account the type of information and the strong expectations that an individual’s personal information would be treated as confidential.
However, please note that only one advisor was paid for their involvement.
