Your request and our response:

For the Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board area (BCUHB) for each of the last 3 years for which figures are available, please provide: 
1.  Number of patients diagnosed as needing partial or full knee replacement surgery

Due to the way in which BCUHB records information, we are unable to provide historical data relating to patients diagnosed as needing partial or full knee replacement surgery. We can confirm that as of 19th November 2020, there are currently 609 patients diagnosed as needing partial or full knee replacement surgery on the waiting list for the Central area, 587 for West and 480 East.
2.  Number of patients who have undergone full or partial knee replacement surgery

Between 1st January 2018 and 31st July 2020, 2,021 patients have undergone full or partial knee replacement surgery in BCUHB. Due to the way that the Health Board records this information we have provided you with the latest available. 
3.  Number of patients who have sought prior approval for full or partial knee surgery at a facility elsewhere in the European Economic Area, (outside of the UK), for full or partial knee replacement surgery

BCUHB can confirm that 20 patients sought prior approval for full or partial knee surgery at a facility elsewhere in the European Economic Area from 1st January 2018 to date. 

4. Number of patients who have sought prior approval for full or partial knee replacement surgery at a facility known as ‘Nordorthopaedics’, Lithuania
From 1st January 2018 to date, 17 patients in BCUHB have sought prior approval for full or partial knee replacement surgery at the facility Nordorthopaedics, Lithuania. 

5a) Number of patients approved for full or partial knee replacement surgery at a facility elsewhere in the European Economic Area (outside of the UK). 
From 1st January 2018 to date, 16 patients in BCUHB have been approved for full or partial knee replacement surgery at a facility elsewhere in the European Economic Area (outside of the UK).
b) Number of patients who have been approved for full or partial knee replacement surgery at a facility known as ‘Nordorthopaedics’, Lithuania
From 1st January 2018 to date, 13 patients in BCUHB have been approved for full or partial knee replacement surgery at a facility known as ‘Nordorthopaedics’, Lithuania.
6.  Average waiting time for full or partial knee surgery.

The inpatient wait for full or partial knee surgery in BCUHB currently 59 weeks.
