Further to your request for information dated 25th October 2020. I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response: 
1. Could you please tell me how many intensive care unit (ICU) beds were available in each hospital on 1st February 2020 and on 1st October 2020. 
On 1st February 2020 there were 35 available ICU beds. 

On 1st October 2020 there were 36 available ICU beds. 
2. Could you tell me the cost of installing a new ICU bed and the increase in costs for running and maintaining each additional bed.
The cost will depend on the level of care needed, critical care beds are either run on a 1:1 nurse to bed ratio (Level 3 bed) or 1:2 nurse to bed ratio (Level 2 bed).  Therefore:

· To install a new ICU Level 3 bed, the annual cost is approximately £400,000 per bed 
including nursing, medical time and non pay.

· To install a new Level 2 bed, the annual cost is approximately £250,000 per bed 
including nursing, medical time and non pay.

The above represents direct care costs and excludes overheads.
