Further to your request for information dated 31st October 2020, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

You asked us:

Please can you provide any agreements or contracts you have with accommodation providers (For Instance: Estate Agents and Letting Agents) for staff working at Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB)? 

Our Response:

Before the first lockdown in March 2020, there were no agreements with local providers. However, we received information from private-sector outlets across the North Wales area who wished to offer their properties to Healthcare Professionals. Anyone who wished to reside in the private sector or was unable to gain on-site hospital accommodation were given the information and advice to contact the private sector direct, to seek pricing and length of tenure available. 

At the start of the first lockdown, private sector companies (Caravan Parks, Hotels) offered their services via Social media to Healthcare professionals who were having to vacate their properties due to having family members at risk. Along with this, BCUHB also made arrangements with the Universities at Bangor, Wrexham and the Faenol Fawr Hotel for rooms to help social distancing. Following the uplift of lockdown, the companies requested all rooms to be vacated by the Healthcare professionals for their businesses to return to normal. Currently, 7 x single rooms have been requested at the Faenol Fawr Hotel to maintain the latest Welsh Government guidelines. Private sector accommodation has reverted to before the first lockdown, whereupon any potential clients are given details by the accommodation teams to the client for them to make their own arrangements.
