2. How many people, under the age of 18, have received puberty blocking treatment from 2015 up until the latest available figures with a yearly breakdown?  Pease provide a breakdown of the ages of each individual who has had puberty blocking treatment. 
3. How many patients have received prescriptions for cross-sex hormones from 2015 up until the latest available figures with a yearly breakdown?  Please also provide a breakdown of the ages of each individual who has received cross-sex hormones.

Our Response:

BCUHB do not provide specialist Gender Identity Development (GID) services for children and young people. Referrals are made to the Tertiary GID service at Tavistock and Portman NHS Trust England.
