· SCOPE2 - A randomised Phase II/III trial to study radiotherapy dose escalation in 
patients with oesophageal cancer treated with definitive chemoradiation with an embedded Phase II trial for patients with a poor early response using positron emission tomography (PET)

    17 patients have been recruited to this trial. 
· PLATFORM - Planning treatment for oesophago-gastric cancer.  A randomised 
maintenance therapy trial.
    21 patients have been recruited to this trial.
