5. Please provide figures for the number of children and young people with mild to moderate needs seen by the Local Primary Mental Health Support Service in your Health Board area, for 2018/19 and 2019/20.
6. Please provide figures for the number of children signposted or referred to low-level services as a result of seeing the Local Primary Mental Health Support Service in your Health Board area, for 2018/19 and 2019/20.
Note: We define ‘sub-threshold services’ as services that children and young people can access if they present with an issue that does not require clinical support, such as that provided by CAMHS, and that can be accessed in a community setting. 
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.
The Health Board can confirm that our systems do not consistently capture the outcomes of all referrals received. In order to gather this information it would require a trawl of all the patient records. We have established that to comply with your request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under Section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 572 hours to review the patient records to extract the information required. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per record, there being 6,871 patient records to review, in 2019/20 alone. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 572 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £14,300.  As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
