1. How many people in the 80+ age group have received the Pfizer or AstraZenica vaccine? 
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) can confirm that as at 4th February 2021, 34,026 people in the 80+ age group have received the Pfizer or AstraZenica vaccine. 
2. How many people 80+ are yet to receive a Pfizer or AstraZenica vaccine? 
As at 4th February 2021,17,000 people in the 80+ age group are yet to receive a Pfizer or AstraZenica vaccine within BCUHB.  
3. Please provide the timetable for the rollout of the vaccine to the 80+ group with both doses administered in BCUHB. 
Based upon the current 11 week gap model, currently the aim is for the second dose of the vaccine to be administered to the 80+ group by 10th April 2021. 
4. Please provide data by county basis that includes all counties under your jurisdiction. 
You further clarified that you would like the number of people in the 80+ age group that have received the Pfizer or AstraZenica vaccine, broken down by County.
