Further to your request for information dated 6th January 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:
Under the Freedom of Information Act, could I please ask if you have requested support from the mobile Covid testing units (and for which areas) in the last 2 months? Rates are shocking in Wrexham and Flintshire and I would like to see that all available assistance was sought.
Our response:

Thank you for your enquiry regarding testing.  We share your concern regarding the rates of transmission in Flintshire and Wrexham and other areas of North Wales.  We are working closely with other North Wales organisations to address this, as testing is one element of the programme in place to seek to contain transmission.  We are already targeting testing resources to address population needs.
We have three Mobile Testing Units (MTUs) allocated to North Wales plus one reserve MTU. We have been using the four MTUs constantly over the past two months in Anglesey, Gwynedd, Denbighshire and Conwy. In Flintshire and Wrexham we introduced Local Testing Sites (LTS’s) instead, as there is more of a permanency to the LTS’s. North Wales have been allocated a further three MTUs, and we are awaiting their arrival. One MTU will be placed in Wrexham and another in Flintshire, the third will replace the reserve MTU so we can use it in areas of high positivity rates. There is also a Regional Testing Site in Deeside. To date there has always been enough testing capacity within Wrexham and Flintshire to meet the demand.
