Your request and our response: 
Further to your request for information dated 29th January 2021, and the response we released on 23rd March 2021, it has been brought to our attention that the data we provided was incorrect. Please accept our sincere apologies for this and find below revised response.
1. Please confirm the number of people who received a COVID-19 vaccination before 25th January 2021, who were neither a frontline worker nor aged over 70 within Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB)
Prior to the first week in February 2021 the Health Board was using an Office 365 calendar to book Health and Social Care staff (similar to other HBs).  This was necessary because:
· They would be vaccinated at or near their place of work, as opposed to based on their home address;

· At the time, other age based cohorts had not been loaded into WIS (the Welsh Immunisation System from the GP systems via national processes).

Health staff had their ‘frontline’ status assigned upon loading into the system, via a feed from the payroll system. However, this did not cover new starters since 17th November 2020. Care home and social care staff did not have their frontline status set. This required admin staff at the vaccination to capture this information – leading to imperfect data quality. This will have improved as they attend for their 2nd dose, and staff were encouraged to update the detail.

The following figures answer the above question, but with updated data quality, given that most will have received their 2nd dose by now.
· 25,761 individuals were vaccinated prior to 25th January 2021

· This includes 7 who had received both doses

· 1,942 were in P4.2 – P9 (that is, under 70 and not frontline), which is 7.54% of the total

The following table shows the detail for the sites that had immunised over 1,000 by the date in question. Across these sites the % of people not frontline and under 70 varies from 4% (Ysbyty Enfys, Bangor) to 13.3% (Venue Cymru). Venue Cymru and Deeside also saw a higher percentage of Priority 6 (Moderate risk 16-65).

It should be noted that Venue Cymru started ahead of the other two MVCs, and dealt with a large number of Care Home and social care staff. It is likely that their data quality would be affect negatively by this.

2. Please provide details of the policy on using ‘left-over’ (ie doses left unused at the end of a vaccinating session) COVID-19 vaccinations before 25th January 2021. 
All vaccination centres are encouraged to make full use of all COVID-19 vaccinations available. Each centre is obliged to only invite staff from cohorts 1 to 4 to a booked slot. Doses left at the end of the day are used on reserve lists of individuals, again only falling within cohorts 1 to 4. Reserve lists are created for those individuals who have expressed an interest in receiving a vaccination sooner than their GP Practice can allow. As a last resort, subsequent cohorts can be invited to avoid vaccines being wasted at all costs. During March 2021 guidance has been received from Welsh Governance on the use of reserve lists.
3. What role (if any) did the pharmaceutical department play in the distribution of ‘left over’ vaccinations against COVID-19?

The pharmaceutical department work closely with vaccination and booking centres to ensure that vaccines are administered within the relevant limitations of each vaccine, and will offer advice in ensuring that this is managed in the best way to avoid waste wherever possible. 
4. Please provide any correspondence including the registration code for booking a vaccination against covid-19 sent by members of the executive board or the chief pharmacist before January 27th 2021. 
You further clarified that you require details for the means of booking a COVID-19 vaccination and that you were under the impression that a passcode was given in order to book a vaccine. 
Up to 27th January 2021, a software system was used to book people in for vaccines via the mass vaccination centres. The cohorts were either contacted directly by the booking centre and allocated a slot, or provided a link via email for them to book an appointment themselves. Alongside this, as per our response to question 2, reserve lists were created to mitigate vaccine wastage where individuals did not attend.
