Your request and our response:
1. How many people who have received a Covid-19 vaccine have been admitted to hospital with Covid-19 following the vaccine?
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) does not currently hold this information therefore, we are unable to provide a response to this question.
2. How many days or weeks after receiving a Covid-19 vaccine were people admitted on average, if there were any?

3. What was the highest capacity the hospital reached with Covid-19 inpatients from 1st December 2020 to the 20th of January 2021?
Provided in the table below is the highest capacity that our three main acute hospital sites reached with COVID-19 inpatients during 1st December 2020 and 20th January 2021.

These numbers are taken from the midnight snapshot of occupancy and there may have been higher numbers during the day depending on patient flow in and out of the hospitals. 

4. How many people who have received the vaccine have suffered adverse reactions leading to hospital admissions?

BCUHB does not currently hold this information therefore, we are unable to provide a response to this question.

5. How many people have died as a direct result of Covid-19 with no underlying health conditions from 1st December 2020 to the 20th of January 2021?
There were 43 deaths as a direct result of Covid-19 with no underlying health conditions from 1st December 2020 to the 20th of January 2021 across BCUHB’s hospitals. 
It is important to note that the number of people with COVID-19 as the only entry on their certificates of death is small, and does not represent the number of people whose cause of death is as a direct consequence of COVID-19, which is significantly higher.
