Further to your request for information dated 31st January 2021. I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:
Pre Thursday 28th January 2021, how many patients at Wrexham Maelor:

1. Had been tested for COVID-19 upon admission? 
You further clarified that you would accept a couple of months worth of data.

For the period 1st November 2020 to 28th January 2021 inclusive, 4,880 patients were tested for COVID-19 upon admission.

2. How many of those tested were positive?
Of those tested in question 1 above, 464 patients tested positive.

3. How many of those tested were negative?
Of those tested in question 1 above, 4,298  patients tested negative.  Please note that 118 tests were 'un-authorised without result' and some with 'no result'.
4. Out of those admitted to hospital, whether or not they had tested positive or negative for COVID-19, at point of discharge into the community, how many patients had been COVID-19 re-tested (question applies to pre 28th January 2021)?
2,605 patients were re-tested for COVID-19 at the point of discharge.

Post Thursday 28th January 2021 how many patients at Wrexham Maelor:

5. Had been tested for COVID-19 upon admission? 
For the period 29th January 2021 to 11th February 2021 inclusive, 739 patients were tested for COVID-19 upon admission.

6. How many of those tested were positive?
Of those tested in question 5 above, 46 patients tested positive.

7. How many of those tested were negative?
Of those tested in question 5 above, 646 patients tested negative.
Please note that 47 tests were 'un-authorised without result' and some with 'no result'.

8. Out of those admitted to hospital, whether or not they had tested positive or negative for COVID-19, at point of discharge into the community, how many patients had been COVID-19 re-tested (question applies to post 28th January 2021)?

362 patients were re-tested for COVID-19 at the point of discharge.
