Further to your request for information dated 4th February 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response: 

I believe a number of Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) staff members in non-frontline roles have received invitations from the trust to receive COVID-19 vaccinations and have taken up the offer. This is at a time when members of vulnerable groups have not been invited for vaccination - for example my 79 year old mother with advanced COPD. Examples are members of the HR team at Betsi who are home based.

1. Please can you confirm who authorised the sending out of the email which clearly breaches government guidance?   

BCUHB and Welsh Government, both following Joint Committee on Vaccination and Immunisation (JCVI) guidance in relation to priority groups authorised the order of vaccinations. Frontline Staff are in priority group 2, individuals >75 years of age are priority group 3 and >70 years of age and Clinically Extremely vulnerable are priority group 4. Our COVID-19 Vaccination Programme Lead worked with colleagues in COVID-19 Vaccination Clinical Delivery Group to prioritise staff in the above groups for vaccination and the Executive Director of Workforce and Organisational Development oversaw implementation through the Hospital Vaccination Centres.
Members of the public have not been vaccinated through the Hospital Vaccination Centres (with the exception of some inpatients). As such any unused doses of vaccine due to expire if not used, were offered to staff deemed high risk following the All Wales Risk Assessment, staff due to work in vaccination centres and staff who are/may be required to resume attendance on site in the near future.
2. Please provide details of the numbers of non-frontline BCUHB staff who, as of 31st January 2021 have been invited by the trust to receive a COVID-19 vaccination.  

This number cannot be isolated from those receiving vaccines but yet to be assigned to a priority grouping. We can say, however, that BCUHB have vaccinated staff within Welsh Government, JCVI and World Health Organisation (WHO) guidelines. 
3. Please confirm the number of non-frontline BCUHB staff who, as of 31st January 2021 have received the COVID-19 vaccination.
