1. Which of the NHS hospitals under Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) offer adult allergy services?
BCUHB does not have any designated hospitals or departments that offer adult allergy services. However, many departments offer services to help patients with allergies who present with symptoms relevant to the specific department for example; Dermatology, Ear Nose and Throat (ENT), and Gastroenterology departments. When specific Consultant Allergist expertise is required we either refer patients to colleagues in the allergy service in Wythenshawe Hospital in Manchester or advise colleagues in primary care to do so.
