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Further to your request for information dated 5th March 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:
1. At what centers/locations in Wales are children and adolescents (up to age of 18 years) with cerebral palsy treated with botulinum toxin for spasticity? If patients are referred to centers in England for botulinum toxin treatment please include these also. 
Unfortunately, we are unable to provide you with any information for all of Wales.  We can only respond in relation to Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB).  Therefore, Clinicians in the children’s services in BCUHB do not administer botulinum injections in children and adolescents with cerebral palsy.  BCUHB has service level agreements with Alder Hey Children’s Hospital and The Robert Jones & Agnes Hunt Orthopaedic Hospital, and referrals are made to these.  Some locally held clinics and Therapy Teams (i.e. physiotherapy) are also part of this pathway.
2. How many unique cerebral palsy children/adolescents (up to age of 18 years) were treated with botulinum toxin for spasticity at each centre named in the response to question 1 in 2019 and 2020?

a. If this data is unavailable how many unique cerebral palsy children /
adolescents (up to age of 18 years) were seen for spasticity at each centre named in the response to question 1 in 2019 and 2020?
b. If this data is not available please also provide the number of episodes or
attendances.

BCUHB does not record this information as we do not administer this injection, therefore we are unable to respond to your question.
