Further to your request for information dated 8th March 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay. 
Your request and our response:
I am analysing the usage of anti-infective medications and would greatly appreciate if you could answer the following questions: 
1. How many patients have been treated in the last 6 months for Urinary Tract Infections (ICD10 code N39.0) with the following:

· Ceftazidime/avibactam (Zavicefta)

· Ceftolozane/tazobactam (Zerbaxa)

· Meropenem/vaborbactam (Vaborem)

· Cefiderocol (Fetcroja)

· Meropenem

2. How many patients have been treated in the last 6 months for post-procedural respiratory disorders (ICD10 code J95.8) with the following:

· Ceftazidime/avibactam (Zavicefta)

· Ceftolozane/tazobactam (Zerbaxa)

· Meropenem/vaborbactam (Vaborem)

· Cefiderocol (Fetcroja)

· Meropenem

3. How many patients have been treated in the last 6 months for Hospital Acquired Pneumonia (ICD10 codes J15 and Y95 in the same inpatient spell) with the following:

· Ceftazidime/avibactam (Zavicefta)

· Ceftolozane/tazobactam (Zerbaxa) 

· Meropenem/vaborbactam (Vaborem)

· Cefiderocol (Fetcroja)

· Meropenem
4. How many patients who underwent a laparotomy/laparoscopic approach to the abdominal cavity (any one of OPCS codes Y502, Y751, Y752 or Y755) in the last 6 months, were treated with the following:

· Ceftazidime/avibactam (Zavicefta)

· Ceftolozane/tazobactam (Zerbaxa)

· Meropenem/vaborbactam (Vaborem)

· Cefiderocol (Fetcroja)

· Meropenem
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The above questions, 1 to 4 are not information that the Health Board routinely compiles or holds in a central location. In order to identify whether patients were treated with the anti-infective medications listed above, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate cost limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 660 hours to locate and review all of the notes for patients treated with the medications listed for 3 acute hospital sites, from 1st July to 31st December 2020. This figure is based on a timescale of 10 minutes per patient record, there being 3961 records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 660 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £16,504. 
As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
