The total number of patients in High secure are 11 male and 1 female, as these are all in England we are unable to identify whether these are MH,LD,ASD or BI.

You further clarified that you are interested in knowing how many women that BCUHB have commissioned forensic inpatient beds for in out of area NHS and independent sector services, as there are no beds within the Health Board.
Of the Women currently in forensic inpatient services in BCUHB, 6 of these reside in services in England. 
3. How much did the Health Board spend in the last financial year on commissioning beds for women in out-of-area forensic inpatient mental health services? 
The total cost of commissioning out of area female beds from 1st April 2020 to 31st March 2021 is £1,113,461.00. This can be broken down as £833,436.00 for medium secure beds and £280,025.00 for the high secure beds.
