1. Details of the contract awarded to 18 Week Support. 
The Health Board were provided with additional funding from Welsh Government to progress additional elective activity to address the exponential increase in waiting lists due to Covid 19 in 2020. 18 Weeks Support were one of two insourcing companies that were awarded a short term contract to support the Health Board in the delivery of planned care elective services, across a number of specialities including Outpatients and Local anaesthetic and Daycase services. 
The term of the Contract was the 8th February to 31st March 2021, with an option to extend. No Activity was guaranteed within the terms of the contract, service Prices were to be submitted upon request and would be subject to a value for money assessment by the Health Board. No activity has been awarded to either of the two providers under the terms of this contract, no costs have been incurred by the Health Board or received by either provider
