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Further to your request for information dated 14th April 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:

Please provide the information and/or plans drawn up by Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) to provide eligible young people, from the 2019/2020 and 2020/2021 academic school years, with their first dose of the Human Papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine as recommended by the Joint Committee on Vaccination and Immunisation (JCVI) guidance dated 16th July 2020. 

Our response:

2019/2020 Academic Year

All eligible young people (year 8 and 9) were offered the first dose of the HPV, this was offered either in a school or clinic setting. 

Those young people within Conwy & Denbighshire that attend special or private schools are currently outstanding the first dose of HPV vaccine and this is due to difficulties in accessing venues within the COVID-19. This accounts for approximately 250 children and these schools have been contacted in order to proceed with the first dose of by the end of the end of the Summer term of 2021.

2020/2021 Academic Year

As above, the HPV vaccine will be offered as part of our immunisation programme during this academic year to eligible young people. If a young person misses this vaccine, a catch up vaccine will be offered. 
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
