1. Out of the Health Board area.

Between the period of 1st April 2015 to 31st March 2020 there were 16 patients in an out of area placement for eating disorders, and 24 patients for mental health rehabilitation, functional mental illness, organic mental illness, personality disorders or psychological disorders.   
Please note that BCUHB does not commission independent hospitals for substance misuse (SMS) patients and we do not have a separate PTSD service.

2. In independent hospitals within the area.

Between the period of 1st April 2015 to 31st March 2020 there were 28 patients placed in an independent hospital for mental health rehabilitation, functional mental illness, organic mental illness, personality disorders or psychological disorders.   

Please note that BCUHB does not commission independent hospitals for substance misuse patients and we do not have a separate PTSD service.

3. How much BCUHB spend on commissioning independent hospital placements for these patients?
The total amount spent on commissioning independent hospitals for functional and organic mental illness between 1st April 2015 and 31st March 2020 was £7,848,076.60.
