Further to your request for information dated 6th May 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:
You further clarified that this was for Ysbyty Glan Clwyd only.
1. On average, what was the period of time between a GP referral for investigation of chest pain, and assessment in the Rapid Access Chest Pain Clinic (RACPC) in October 2013?
Following a referral from a GP, the average wait time for the 55 patients who attended their RACPC appointment in October 2013 was 32 days.
2. On average, what was the period of time between an initial assessment in the RACPC in October 2013 and a follow up cardiology appointment for further testing?
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board does not hold the data in a format that would enable us to fully respond to your request to the level of detail required.  The only way in which we could establish the average time between an initial assessment in RACPC and a follow up cardiology appointment would be to review the clinical record of each of the 55 patients identified in question 1 above.
We would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 18 hours to review the 55 individual clinical records of the patients identified in question 1 above. This figure is based on a minimum timescale of 20 minutes per clinical record, there being 55 clinical  records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 18 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £450.  

As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
3. Please confirm whether angiograms were carried out within the RACPC in October 2013. 
Coronary angiograms are not carried out in the RACPC.  If appropriate, patients would be referred for angiography directly from the RACPC in accordance with the NICE guidance in place at the time.
