Motor Neurone Disease (MND) is a fatal, rapidly progressing disease that affects the brain and spinal cord. It kills a third of people within a year and more than half within two years of diagnosis. Six people per day are diagnosed with MND in the UK. It affects up to 5,000 adults in the UK at any one time. The figures listed are UK figures, and we would like to understand the number of people in Wales that are diagnosed with MND. 
With this in mind, I am writing to make a request for information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, as follows:
Please provide the total number of people in your Health Board that have been diagnosed with MND between 1st April 2016 and 1st April 2021.
