Please provide the following information regarding services offered in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB): 

Services offered to Black, Asian and Minority Ethnic (BAME) women in the Health Board:
1. What services do you provide for BAME women in the antenatal period? 
All pregnant women are provided with the same care throughout the antenatal period as per NICE guidance, taking into account any cultural needs/wishes. They follow the same pathways for appointment schedules and will be reviewed by a consultant if they are identified as requiring consultant led care.
2. What services do you provide for BAME women in labour?
All women receive the same standard of care in labour as per NICE guidance. Consideration is always given to any cultural needs identified. Any women that are identified as low risk in pregnancy will be expected to follow the Women’s Directorate Guidelines for Caring for Women identified as being low risk in labour. Consultant led care women will follow the consultant plan of care.
3. What services do you provide for BAME women in the postnatal period?
All women will receive post-natal care, taking into account any cultural needs/wishes. 
4. Do you caseload or offer continuity of care for vulnerable BAME women? 
All women receive continuity of care throughout their pregnancy. 
5. Do you offer Vitamin D supplementation or advise pregnant women to take them?
Advice and recommendation on Vitamin D supplementation is provided to all pregnant women, including those from BAME. 
6. Do you provide interpreting services in all consultations with pregnant women?
Yes.

Services provided to BAME staff in your Health Board: 

1. Do you have BAME forum in your Health Board?
