Please provide the following information for Wrexham Maelor Hospital for keyhole and more invasive surgery. 
You further clarified that you require this information for the last twenty years. 
1. Do you undertake replacement valve surgery for aortic stenosis? 
2. If so, what is the patient survival rate coming out of surgery with no complications later? 
3. For those with complications, what percentage was related to the surgeons or hospitals error, lack of knowledge, or where any comment was made on the surgeons/hospitals handling of procedures? 
4. If Wrexham Maelor Hospital do not handle any surgery for valve replacement and refer patients elsewhere, then the above questions relate to those places instead, and for those places to be named.

Our response: 
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) can confirm that replacement valve surgery for aortic stenosis is not undertaken at Wrexham Maelor Hospital.
