You further clarified that you require the following information in financial years. 
1. How many adults are currently inpatients in mental health units, both NHS and non NHS units?
As at 7th June 2021, 219 patients are detained in mental health units, both NHS and non NHS units. 
2. What proportion of these are detained under the Mental Health Act? 
138 of these patients are detained under the Mental Health Act. 
3. How many of these patients are in non NHS units? 
81 of these patients are in non NHS units. 
4. How many children (under 18) are currently inpatients in mental health units, both NHS and non NHS units? 
As at 7th June 2021, 12 children are inpatients in mental health units, both NHS and non NHS units. 
5. What proportion of these are detained under the Mental Health Act? 
2 of these patients are out of area and 6 are detained under the Mental Health Act in an inpatient unit, North Wales Adolescent Service (NWAS). 
6. How many of these patients are in non NHS units? 
3 of these patients are in non NHS units. 
7. For the last three full years, how many adults were treated as an inpatient each year?

The cost for out of area placements for acute units, psychiatric intensive care units, eating disorder units and personality disorder units varies depending on the level of observation and type of service required. Prices range between £800 and £1000+ per day. 
15. What is the cost per day / night for admission to an adult NHS unit in the Health Board?
The cost of an Adult Acute Mental Illness (AMI) admission is £556.43 per day.
16. What is the cost per day / night for an out of area placement for children in acute units, psychiatric intensive care units and eating disorder units?

19. What are the reasons for sending adults out of area? 
Adults are sent out of area if all beds are occupied across the Health Board and no Older Persons Mental Health (OPMH) beds suitable for that patient. 
20. What are the reasons for sending children out of area? 
Children are sent out of area if they require Psychiatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU) / Low Secure Unit (LSU) / Specialist provision that we do not have in Wales, if there is a lack of locality beds or due to a lack of capacity / patient mix at NWAS.
21. Does the Health Board use parental consent to treat non-consenting children in a mental health unit? 
BCUHB have previously used parental consent with children under 16 years of age, however we have moved away from this and if a young person (including those under 16 years of age) is clearly expressing disagreement with an admission, we consider supporting discharge or utilising the Mental Health Act.
22. Are adult patients with eating disorders force fed (via nasogastric tube) in units in the Health Board or are they sent to specialist units? 
BCUHB do not routinely force feed via restraint. Nasogastric tube feeding is provided to patients both detained and not detained under the Mental Health Act, this has to be carried out on a medical ward.

23. Are child patients with eating disorders force fed (via nasogastric tube) in units in the Health Board or are they sent to specialist units? 
Nasogastric tube feeding is facilitated in NWAS.
