Further to your request for information dated 9th June 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request:
Please provide the following information regarding emergency admissions in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB)
You further clarified that you require admissions to the Emergency Department with the diagnosis listed, not admissions to secondary acute hospitals. 

1. How many people who were admitted and treated via A&E had Alzheimer's and dementia in 2016-17, 2017-18, 2018-19, 2019-20, 2020-21?
2. How many people who were admitted and treated via A&E had self-harmed in 2019-20 and 2020-21?
3. How many people who were admitted and treated via A&E had consumed excess alcohol or consumed drugs in 2019-20 and 2020-21?  

Our response:

In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Boards Emergency Department does not have a specific code for condition, the data is recorded once admitted as an inpatient where coding is available. The only way we could identify these patients would be to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data by reviewing the CAS cards those patients admitted to see if they were treated as per your questions.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450.  In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 83,000 hours to locate and review patient notes across 3 acute hospital sites based on a million records. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per record, there being over a million attendances to review during the specified timeframe, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 83,000 @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £2,075,000.
