Further to your request for information dated 21st June 2021 I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
1. Did you have an agreement with independent hospitals to cover non-COVID 19 treatments during the first year of the pandemic and, if so, which providers did you have an agreement with?
As a response to the Covid-19 pandemic Welsh Government directly funded the purchase of additional capacity from the Independent Sector to help the continued delivery of essential services. Welsh Health Specialised Services Committee (WHSSC) have been managing this through an all Wales contract, the local capacity was in the Spire Hospital in Wrexham. The contract ended on 31st December 2020.
2. Do you have a current agreement with independent hospitals to cover treatment backlogs following the publication of the Welsh Government’s COVID-19: Looking Forward document in March and, if so, which providers do you have an agreement with?
No there are no current agreements in place for recovery backlog, it needs to be      conducted through the All Wales national framework
3. If you have or had an agreement with independent hospitals to cover non COVID 19, a breakdown of the costs of these agreements;

We did not hold the contract that was through WHSSC therefore we cannot give a breakdown of the costs.
4. If possible, a breakdown of the number of NHS treatments in your health board which have been placed through independent hospitals between March 2020 and March 2021 and the top three specialties; 
Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board did not hold the contract, however under our duty to advise and assist we can confirm that in total, during the period of the contract, Spire delivered 48 inpatient spells, 585 day cases and 727 diagnostics with the only specialties being Orthopaedics and Surgical.
5. If possible, a breakdown of the number of NHS treatments in your health board which have been placed through independent hospitals between March 2021 and June 2021 and the top three specialties.
