Further to your request for information dated 25th June 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:
You further clarified that you require the following information broken down monthly for the following years: 

· 1st January 2019 to 31st  December 2019
· 1st January 2020 to 31st December 2020
· 1st January 2021 to the latest available data
1. The total number of people in contact with adult mental health services with accommodation statuses that indicate homelessness, such as rough sleeping, squatting, night shelter / emergency hostel / direct access hostel, sofa surfing, Local Authority temporary accommodation, staying with friends or family on a short term basis or other homelessness.
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.
This is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles or holds in a centralised location, and is not easily accessible. Therefore, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 1,037 hours to locate and review the notes of secondary care patients open to mental health held across the 3 Health Board areas, comprising of multiple community teams. This figure is based on a timescale of 10 minutes per patient record, there being 6,222 patient records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 1,037 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £25,925

As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test. 

2. The number of nurses or support workers who support patients regarding their housing while they are inpatient in a mental health unit. These could be housing officers, housing support workers, special housing nurses or similar professions that are specialised in housing support. 
3. The number of nurses or support workers who support mental health patients regarding their housing while they are in the community. These could be housing officers, housing support workers, special housing nurses or similar professions that are specialised in housing support. 
The Health Board employ 1 x housing support nurse who supports each area across the Mental Health division with seeking housing solutions and also works closely with Local Authority partners. Other specific support in relation to housing would be provided from the Local Authority perspective. 
There will be a housing component of the patient’s Care and Treatment Plan (CTP), and Care Coordinators, which will comprise of both registered Mental Health nurses and Social Workers, Occupational Therapists and Psychologist may assist in completing forms and sign posting to Local Authority colleagues.
