Further to your request for information dated 1st July 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response.  
Your request and our response:
I am writing to request information pertaining to stroke services provided by Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB).  You further clarified for the last 18 months you require:
1. What is the average length of time from hospital discharge to commencement of community rehabilitation for stroke survivors?

2. What is the average length of time for patients going through Early Supported Discharge (ESD) to commencement of community rehabilitation for stroke survivors?

3. What is the average length of time for stroke survivors discharged from inpatient rehab to commencement of their community rehabilitation?

The information will enable us to gain a better understanding of the impact that COVID-19 has had on stroke services and rehabilitation and will subsequently allow us to support with the recovery of such services.  
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the FOI Act.

The Health Board does not hold the data in a format that would enable us to fully respond to your request to the level of detail required.  The only way we could obtain the information you have requested in relation to the rehabilitation of stroke survivors would be to review the patient notes of all stroke patients discharged as an inpatient from one of our hospitals in the last 18 months.
As this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450.  In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 98 hours to locate and review the notes of patients who were discharged from our hospitals following a stroke between 1st January 2020 and 30th June 2021. This figure is based on a timescale of 15 minutes per patient note, there being 394 patient notes to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 98 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £2,450.
As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
